TEAM FUNDRAISING IDEAS

This list of fundraising ideas is not exhaustive, teams are welcome to propose other
fundraising ideas when submitting a Fundraising Proposal.

1. Summit Fund @ Fernie Alpine Resort - https://skifernie.com/summit-fund/
$500/team and there is no limit to the number of requests.

2. Sponsor Shout-Out — Highlight a sponsor online during a live game feed.
Ensure to review “Do Not Approach List” and Fundraising Policy prior to
making sponsor requests.

3. Cash Raffle — Sell tickets for a cash raffle, options to sell paper tickets or use
online system Rafflebox. Raffles will be approved by the Board on a case by
case basis, as long as they do not compete with club-wide raffles.

4. Cash Survivor — Elimination cash raffle based on forming teams, schedule
elimination draws, and the last team standing wins the cash prize.

5. Local Discount Cards — Possible addition if we can find another vendor to
participate.

Food & Events

6. Bingo Night — suggest volleyball themed cards, give bonus squares for trivia,
could add a silent auction or a draw for a grand prize.

7. Pancake Breakfast — Partner with a church or fire hall, bundle family tickets,
and add a toppings bar.

8. Bake Sale — Pre-orders! plus a “team favorites” recipe card.

9. Hot chocolate Stand — Rotate short shifts.

10.Restaurant Night — Negotiate a give-back percentage with a local restaurant
and promote heavily.

11.Ice-Skate Night — Ticket split with the rink, cocoa stand, and a team photo
backdrop.

Contests & Challenges

12.Serve-A-Thon — Pair paid registration with pledge pages and recruit event
sponsors. Schedule during a tournament or sporting event, allowing these
fundraising ideas for sports teams to double as community outreach.

13.Video-Game Tournament — Retro arcade or school commons; charge per
controller. Hybrid in-person/online brackets are flexible.

14.Community Hike — Choose an accessible trail, offer patches, and run pledges
per mile. Outdoor mileage easily converts into fundraising ideas.

15.10,000-Step Challenge — Virtual, simple, and habit-forming; post daily
leaderboards. At-home options ensure you always have backup team
fundraising ideas.

17.Car Wash — Pre-sell time slots online, stack two wash lanes, and upsell an
interior vacuum.

18.Shovel Snow for Donations — Weekend sign-ups for snow clearing.

19.Bag Groceries for Tips — Coordinate with a busy store, wear uniforms, and
hand out thank you’s!

20.Earth-Day/Park Cleanup — Earn pledges per bag, tally totals on a
whiteboard, and invite businesses to match your efforts.

21.Face-Painting Booth — Game-day station with spirit signs.

22.Bottle-Drive — Collect recyclables and exchange for cash at the Bottle Depot.

Important Note: Teams need to submit any fundraising event or idea to the FVC
Board using our Fundraising Proposal Form for approval. All gambling events
require a Gaming License, and all funds raised under a Gaming License need to be
deposited into the FVC Gaming Account prior to disbursement.

INDIVIDUAL & CLUB FUNDRAISING OPPORTUNITIES

Organized by the FVC Fundraising Chair (position to be filled), the following
fundraising opportunities will be available to individual players where funds raised
are based on their individual effort or time commitment, and will be allocated to
their personal account with FVC.

1. Club-Wide 50/50 Raffle — All club members will be asked to support this
event, and allocation of funds will be shared: 10% club, 40% players (based
on ticket sales), 50% winner.

2. Ghost Riders Concession — Players can sign-up for a shift to run the
concession at an FVC designated Ghost Riders Game. Funds raised will be
allocated to the individual player based on participation.

3. Local Discount Cards — Partner with Save-On-Foods; gift card sales offered
club wide, percentage of sales goes back to the club. Community commerce
powers these fundraising ideas for sports teams.

4. Purdy’s Chocolate Sales — Fundraising with Purdys Chocolates |
Canada’s Favourite Fundraiser Set-up a fundraiser to sell Purdy’s
Chocolates and receive a percentage of sales back to the individual player
based on their sale numbers.
